When a body rolls and spins 
on another body, the trace 

of either on the other is 
the curved or straight line 

along which it is successively 
touched.

After the program has 
terminated, a trace and an 

indication of the cause of 
failure can be produced. 

 

We believe there are two 
independent steps to 

producing correct traces: 
the first is scrutiny of the 
trace method itself, and 

the second is scrutiny of the 
traces themselves.

It is the selected drug that is 
actually the effective agent 
and not trace amounts of 
some as yet unrecognized 

contaminant.

wh-trace’ [is a] trace 
hypothetically left by wh-

movement: thus the trace [t] 
in Who can you see [t]?, seen 
as derived from you can see 

who.  

Her hair was traced with 
such extraordinary neatness, 
that we expressed a wish to 
examine it more minutely. 

 

There is a great deal more in 
your heart, of evil and good, 

than you ever can trace. 

...thou needest not to be afraid 
to trace whose child she is.

Hundreds of passers-by and 
rescue workers crowded the 

embassy site in the hours after 
the blast, but the FBI said 

enough “trace evidence” was 
left for forensics experts to 

work on.  

If the programmed rate is 
exceeded during exercise, the 
EKG trace turns red, but 
there is no audible alarm.   

[In] trace conditioning... the 
onset of the unconditioned 

stimulus does not occur until 
some time after the termination 

of the conditioned stimulus. 
Thus, any conditioning 

that occurs depends upon a 
hypothetical trace that is left 

after the CS terminates.
